DIRECTIONS

From Key West International Airport: Upon
leaving the airport on Airport Road, turn left onto
Roosevelt Boulevard. Continue about 1/10th of a
mile and turn left to enter the resort.
From Miami International Airport: Exit the
airport on 21st Street and bear right on the ramp
to LeJeune Road/42nd Avenue/SR-953. Go about
a half-mile and turn right onto 12th St. Go about a
half mile and enter the ramp to westbound SR-836/
Dolphin Expressway. Go about 3 miles and exit via
ramp to SR-826. Continue 3 miles to SR-874/
Don Shula Expressway. Go 7 miles to southbound
Florida’s Turnpike/SR-821. Continue 17 miles to
southbound SR-821 exit at Homestead. Go 300
feet to US 1/SR-5. Take US 1 approximately 124
miles to Key West and turn left on Roosevelt
Boulevard. Continue a little more than one mile to
the resort entrance on the right.
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
